Next Casey and the Titans traveled 
up to bean town and shut down the Blazers  13 - 9  in Boston's home opener.   Casey, yet 
again, contributed an amazing three goals and six assists perfomance.  The following 
weekend in Rochester, Casey and the boys handed current NLL great and fellow 



Syracuse Alumnus, Gary Gait and the Rochester Knighthawks their fourth loss of the 
season. In that contest the Titans' team captain finished with four goals and two assists.  
Powell dazzled the crowd in Denver with three goals and two assists as the 
Titans slipped with a 12-8 loss vs. the Mammoth.  Through the first five games of the 
2009 NLL season Powell has 19 goals, 19 assists and leads the League with 38 points.   

  
The Titans are currently in second place in the East Divison at 3-2 heading into this 
Saturday’s game against the Boston Blazers at the TD Banknorth Garden. Then 
the Titans are back home again the next night on Sunday, February 8th,  to face-off 
against their division rival Philadelphia Wings at the Prudential Center at 7 PM.
